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¶ Find ñexport videoò and export to desired location on hard drive of 

computer. 

¶ This will save video to location on hard drive (left bottom shows 

when completed) 

¶ Locate file on hard drive and rename the video as desired BUT do not 

remove ñ.AVIò 

¶ Video is now on your computerôs hard drive with a familiar title and 

easy to identify.

¶ Plug into your computerôs USB port your Mp3 player. 

¶ Open saved video located on your hard drive that you named 

previously by double-clicking (defaults to Windows Media 

Player). 

¶ As video plays click on Library located in top bar in Windows 

Media Player. 

¶ In left column under Music/Playlists click ñNow Playingò. 

¶ Video title will appear; click ñSyncò on top bar. 

¶ Drag over desired video title to ñSyncò column on right. 

¶ Plug in MP3, program will identify it, then click ñstart syncò 

¶ When finished, remove MP3 safely and enjoy the Vodcast.

Chapter 3 

¶ Audacity is free open source software for recording and editing sounds.  

Double-click  Audacity  to open their web page. 

¶ You will be taken to a page with a green download box, ñaudacity-win-1.2.6ò, 

double click it.  This leads you to a grey box with three options, choose and 

click ñrunò.  Let it run and follow the prompts until finished. (do not 

change the destination folder, just remember where it is for later) 

¶ When completed, Audacity should automatically open for you.  You will also 

now find Audacity located in your computerôs ñPrograms".

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¶ Now that you have Audacity, you can simply create a basic audio (wave) file 

but in order to create and export mp3 files that are necessary to create 

podcasts, you must now download the ñLAME mp3 encoderò. 

¶ To do so, go to the LAME download page.   

¶ Locate "For Audacity on Windows", then left-click the link beneath it stating 

"Lame v3 98 2 for Audacity on Windows.exe" and click ñrunò in the gray box.  

You may get another box, click ñrunò again and follow the set up instructions 

until finished.  NOTE: This Lame file must be placed in the Audacity folder 

located within your computerôs programs. 

¶ Back to your created audio using Audacity, once you have it created you will 

click ñfileò on the top bar and locate "Export a MP3" .

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¶ The first time you use the "Export a MP3" , after you click save, a gray box 

with a command from Audacity will ask for the location of "lame_enc.dil".   

Click open, (or OK)  navigate to your original Audacity folder in which you 

placed the "lame_enc.dil" file,  and then click bottom option which should 

be "ok". 

¶ You will then get an ID box. 

¶ Last step will be to fill in this box for editing the ID3 tags. All you really need 

to fill in is the Title and the Artist; this is your personal information. 

¶ Podcast will now be exported to desired location on your computerôs hard 

drive.

¶ Open Windows Media Player; select Library.  Locate selected novel and 

double click on icon with novel title.  You will need to give your log-in and 

password from RFBD for the license to sync this book.  (Please note:  if this 

step in skipped, syncing the files to your MP3 will fail.) 

¶ On top bar choose: Sync.  Sync column will appear on right. 

¶ Right mouse Novel icon and send to sync list, or pages you want on your MP3 

will have to be highlighted; right mouse and send list to sync.
